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Plan Performance Review Meeting Held at Kavaratti

Hon'ble Administrator urges Department Heads to Ensure Proportionate Progress in Plan Expenditure

Hon'ble Administrator, Shri.
B. V. Selvaraj took a Plan Perform-
ance Review Meeting on 22"
October, 2008 in the Secretariat
Conference Hall at Kavaratti. The
Collector-cum-Development
Commissioner, Secretary ( Plan-
ning) and all Plan Implementing
Officers attended the meeting.

As the 1%t half of the Annual
Plan ends by September and
revised estimate is prepared based
on the expenditure incurred during
the period, the meeting assumes
great importance.

The progress of plan
expenditure and implementation of
plan schemes, inter alia, the civil
works undertaken by the LPWD
upto the end of September, 2008
have been reviewed in the
meeting. Expenditure progress for
the corresponding period during last
financial year ie. 2007-08 and
anticipated expenditure of the
sectors prepared based on the
assurance given by the plan imple-
menting officers in previous plan
implementing meetings were also
taken into consideration.

In his brief introductory speech,
Hon'ble Administrator reiterated
the need of proportionate progress
in plan expenditure and urged
the Heads of Departments to
involve themselves more actively to

speed up the implementation of
their schemes.

Reviewing the progress of
Fisheries sector, Hon'ble Adminis-
trator said that transparent meth-
ods have to be followed and all
codal formalities observed while
procuring articles, including
outboard engines. On the issue of
Mother Vessel, Hon'ble Administra-
tor ordered to hire a consultancy for
the project and instructed the
Director of Fisheries to issue a
notice to the effect immediately.
Regarding RKVY, Hon'ble Admin-
istrator on his capacity as the Chair-
man of SLSC ordered to have the
SLSC meeting in November, 2008
and to appoint Shri. R. P. Meena,
Director ( Social Welfare & Tribal
Affairs) as the Nodal Officer-cum-
Co-ordinator of the Yojana.

Listening to the explana-
tions given for not releasing Grant-
in-aid for Panchayats, Hon'ble
Administrator said that the proce-
dure of releasing fund to all
Panchayats together should be dis-
pensed with and Panchayats that
satisfy the required conditions
should be given Grant-in-aid
immediately.

Reviewing the Anti sea
Erosion activities, Hon'ble Admin-
istrator directed Superintending
Engineer LPWD to depute the

Executive Engineer, LPWD, Kochi
to Pune to pursue the feasibility
study of ASE works along the reef
by CWRS and in the meantime to
carry out the ASE works in such
places where condition of sea
erosion is critical.

Coming to Non conven-
tional sources of energy, Hon'ble
Administrator ordered to appoint an
expert in the field as General
Manager in the pay scale of
Rs. 12,000/- on contract basis for
the Lakshadweep Energy Develop-
ment Authority to ensure expedi-
tious implementation of the
schemes under the sector.

Reviewing the General
Education sector, Hon'ble Adminis-
trator advised the Department to
ensure urgent supply of uniforms to
the students and release the funds
towards the scholarship of students
upto the month of September
forthwith.

Discussing the procure-
ment process for medicines and
equipments in the Medical and
Public Health Department, Hon'ble
Administrator instructed DMHS to
ensure availability of essential and
vital medicines in all islands so as
to avoid any room for public
anxiety. He further ordered Super-
intending Engineer LPWD to speed
up the proposed construction work

of new building for the Directorate
of Medical and Health Services.

After hearing the Director
Women and Child Development,
Hon'ble Administrator directed to
implement special Nutrition Pro-
gramme through the Panchayats.
As regards Children's Park at
Andrott, Hon'ble Administrator
ordered to complete its work
expeditiously and keep it ready for
opening for the public. He said that
proper maintenance of parks at
various islands, especially the one
in Kavaratti must be ensured by the
Department.

Talking about the Fire
Protection and Control, Hon'ble
Administrator directed that action
for acquisition of land and construc-
tion of Fire Station at Kavaratti
Island has to be expedited. He
underscored the need of full fledged
Fire Units at the capital island,
Kavaratti and Agatti, which is
considered as the Gate Way of
Lakshadweep.

Hon'ble Administrator, after
reviewing the plan performance of
all the departments under the
Administration in detail, once again
reiterated that all sluggish depart-
ments should get themselves
activated and they should positively
ensure proper progress in plan
expenditure.
